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A MESSAGE 
FROM THE RECTOR:

Dear Parish Family, 

I am grateful for all the people who helped serve our brothers and sisters at the 
Interfaith Homeless Shelter during the last week of October. My night serving 
at the Shelter put me in mind of the many ways in which God has blessed me. 
Further, the people at the Shelter are always so grateful and gracious and I 
know, those who served feel blessed to have been a blessing to others.  

November is always an interesting and busy month for the parish. We begin the 
Stewardship Campaign on All Saints’ Sunday, November 3, and conclude on 
Christ the King Sunday, November 24. On Christ the King Sunday at 6pm, we 
will also celebrate the Parish Thanksgiving Dinner. The Hospitality Committee, 
who serves so many people throughout the year with their ministry of sacrifice 
and service, provides and cooks the turkeys, and depends upon the rest of us to 
provide vegetables, salads, and deserts. It is always a fabulous dinner and a great 
fellowship meal. I do hope you will sign up and attend. Our community with one another, our unity despite 
our many and individual differences, is so very important to our growth in Christ. Through Jesus we are one 
and our times together in worship and in fellowship only make us stronger and more whole.
 
This year the Vestry has decided not to set a budget until the pledge cards have been turned in. The staff has 
kept expenses in line and over the years we have cut expenses to a minimum. The Vestry and staff have 
committed to running in the “black,” and have succeeded these last several years, in spite of the many past 
years of deficit budgets and in spite of the national economy. I am hoping you were able to attend the 
forum with our treasurer, Guy Gronquist. If you were not, he would be happy to answer your questions. 
Among other things he told us that the median pledge in the parish is $1800. If we are all tithing, that means 
our median income is $18,000 per year. Unfortunately, that amount will not sustain our present program 
and staff and we will have to face some significant cuts in our expense budget. He told us that we do not 
have an expense problem: we have an income problem.
 
Regardless of what the problem is, the Vestry and staff will take the necessary steps to keep expenses in line 
with income. It is always a challenge to do so, especially in light of the fact that we receive 30% of our 
income in the last thirty days of the year. That means, after the first six months or so of each year, we rely 
on our cash reserves to get us through to December.  

On November 10, at the Forum, I will be leading a “dream exercise” and hoping that many will attend. The 
question for us is what would we do as a parish if we had an additional million dollars. I hope you will give 
the idea, the dream, some thought and prayer, and come prepared to discuss your ideas. I pray this will be a 
month of blessing and thanksgiving for us all.

THE REREDOS STORY 
Dominating the interior of Church of the Holy Faith our reredos -
or altarpiece - is an iconic work of art emblematic of Santa Fe’s 
contemporary religious landscape yet uniquely special to the rich 
history of our parish and community. 
 
The reredos project in 1943 was driven by a parishioner, Helen 
Hyde, who would for many years play an active and visible role in 
the life of Holy Faith.  She commissioned the work – it’s believed 
with a personal gift of $770 - in memory of Bishop Frederick 
Howden. Howden had been elected Missionary Bishop for New 
Mexico and Southwest Texas in 1913. 

The altarpiece was designed by noted architect Wilfred Edward Anthony of New York City and carved by 
Baumann for about a thousand dollars – all from donations. Baumann, who came to Santa Fe in 1918 and 
lived and worked here for some fifty years, was acclaimed as being one of the leaders of the colored 
woodcut revival in America.  
 
In fact, the chancel was enlarged beyond its original plan to showcase the piece. While its value has 
increased more than a thousand fold in today’s dollars, its value to Holy Faith-ers today is priceless. 
 
The term “reredos or raredos” is derived through Middle English and 14th Century Anglo-Norman areredos, 
which is taken to mean “behind the back” or “behind the altar.” In Spanish, it translates as retablo. 
 
 Typically, a reredos depicts religious iconography or images in a screen or decoration placed behind the 
altar. Widely used in the 14th and 15th centuries, reredos had become nearly obsolete until revived in the 19th

Century. A reredos can be painted, gilded, carved, made of mosaics or take the form of a tapestry. 

Baumann, a German-born printmaker, was a master of woodcuts and marionettes. He also produced 
defining southwestern landscapes, art from ancient Indian petroglyphs, scenes of gardens and orchards 
along with venues of Pueblo life in a style much imitated today in Southwestern art. 
 
Our reredos is believed to be the only work of art Baumann created for a church and covers core themes of 
Christ’s time on Earth. 
 
The principal figure in our reredos is Christ the King. He is flanked by St. Paul on the left and by St. John 
on the right, with rays symbolizing the Light of the World flowing through them with the subtext of 
Revelation 19:16: “King of Kings and Lord of Lords.” 
 
The saints bear a host of other symbols: the sword of the Spirit, fountains, scrolls, chalice, books and 
crosses. Movable outlying side panels, which can be closed on solemn occasions such as Good Friday, 
depict Christ’s message being received by the several hundred human races – Anglo, African American, 
Native American and Asian. They are flanked by a group of worshiping angels. 
 
The whole frame is surrounded by the Scripture text, “I am the vine, ye are the branches” taken from 
John 15:4-5.
